Over the last two decades, Bill Muse

has been one of the most successful
coaches in the NJCAA. Boasting a 507-
205 record entering his 24nd season at
Connors State, He ranks 27th among the
winningest active NJCAA head coaches
and 84th all-time. Earlier this month,
Muse earned his 500th win of his career.
Under his guidance, the Cowboys have
claimed four 30-winseasons, six Region

2 titles and seven trips to the NJCAA DI
National Championship advancing to the
semi nals three times. Among the players
he has coached, four earned rst-team

On January 31, 2014, Connors State s Athletic Direc-tor and men s basketball head coach Bill
Muse was inducted into the NJCAA Men s Basketball Coaches Association s 2014 class of the
NJCAA Men s Basketball Coaches Association Hall of Fame. Muse was joined by inductees and
former players Kevin Gamble and Jeff Massey along with coach Richard Shilts.

All-America honors and 73 went on to play
for NCAA Division | programs.

After receiving his bachelor s degree at
Ole Miss, Muse went on to South Alabama
where he earned his master s and served
as an assistant from 1979-83.

Before arriving in Warner, Okla., in 1992,
Muse was also an assistant at Georgia
State, Morehead State, South Alabama and
Clemson.

Outside of his coaching career, Muse
is also the President of the Oklahoma
Collegiate Athletic Conference.

It was a day of celebration on the Connors State College campus Saturday, Feb. 8, 2014, as Cowboys
coach and athletic director Bill Muse was honored for his 500th coaching victory and his selection into
the National Junior College Athletic Association Basketball Coaches Association Hall of Fame.

Bill Muse, is only the third Oklahoman to be
inducted into the NJCAA Athletic Hall of Fame
joining former Murray State Coach Gene Robhins
and Eastern Oklahoma State player Willie Murrell.
It was a day of celebration on the Connors
State College campus Saturday, Feb. 8, 2014,
as Cowboys coach and athletic director Bill
Muse was honored for his 500th coaching
victory and his selection into the National Junior
College Athletic Association Basketball Coaches
Association Hall of Fame.

This means a lot to me because | spent 22 years
of my life dedicated to Connors State basketball,
said Muse. We ve had a lot of good players and
assistant coaches who have meant a lot to me.
They have been instrumental in my success. It
means a whole lot.

It was also announced that the court at Melvin
Self Field House will be named Bill Muse Court. The
naming of the court was approved by the Oklahoma
State A&M Board of Regents. He also received a
proclamation that Sat. Feb. 8, was Bill Muse Day.

This has been very emotional for me, said
Muse. Everything has happened in one year and
I never expected the 500 wins, the naming of the
court and now the Hall of Fame.

With the naming of Bill Muse Court, it becomes
only the third court in Oklahoma to be named
after a coach, joining Oklahoma State s legendary

head coach Eddie Sutton and Northern Oklahoma-

Tonkawa s Mick Weinberg.

It s very special to have your name put on a
basketball court and to join my good friends
Eddie Sutton, and Mick Weiberg, said Muse. |ve
coached against Mick for years and | ve watched
Coach Sutton s team for years. It s a real honor.

Muse s 500th victory was recorded on Jan. 20,
2014 at Tishomingo when the Cowboys defeated
Murray State 77-72 in overtime.

Connors State College inducted former basketball players Lloyd Jernigan and Dr. Michael McGee, M.D.,
into the fth Athletics Hall of Fame on Saturday, Oct. 15th at the A.D. Stone Student Union in
Warner, Okla., announced CSC Athletic Director Bill Muse.

Lloyd Jernigan, a graduate of Checotah
High School in 1946, attended Connor State
College on a basketball scholarship, where
he earned his associate degree in 1948.

He then attended the University of
Tulsa on a basketball scholarship, before
transferring to Panhandle State College
where he graduated with a Bachelor of
Science degree in history and science,
earning an Oklahoma teaching certi cate.

Following graduation, Jernigan taught
high school science and history. He
coached both boys and girls sports in the
Oklahoma Panhandle.

After his education career, Jernigan
worked for Boeing, which was engaged
in research and development of defense
systems from 1953-70. Jernigan then
owned and operated a small general
contracting business for a number of years,
and worked for Bechtel on the Alaska
pipeline.

In 1996, Jernigan retired and returned
to Checotah. After a month of retirement,
Jernigan was named the Executive Director
of the Checotah Chamber of Commerce.

Jernigan was recognized in 2000 as a
Checotah High School Signi cant Alumni,
voted the Lions Club Member of the Year

in 2005, has won the State of Oklahoma
Citation Award and, in 2008, was voted the
Checotah Citizen of the Year.

Dr. McGee, who graduated from
Harrisburg High School in 1966, accepted
a scholarship to Connors State College,
where he was an All-Conference and All-
Region player for the Cowboys.

The Athletic Training Room in the Melvin
Self Field House at Connors State College
is named in his honor

After graduation from Connors in 1968,
McGee moved on to Southwestern
University in Georgetown, Texas, where he
was an All-Conference performer. While at
Southwestern, he was second in the nation
for free throw shooting percentage. McGree
graduated Magna Cum Laude in 1971 with a
Bachelor of Science in biology.

In his post-graduate career, McGee
attended the University of Oklahoma
School of Medicine, followed by an
internship at the University of Mississippi,
and a residency in Otolaryngology and
an Otologic fellowship at the Hough Ear
Institute.

McGee has since taught as a clinical
assistant professor at OU; a course
instructor for the World Congress of
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Otolarynology in Istanbul, Turkey; a visiting
professor and instructor to the King Hussein
Hospital, and Arab Centre for Heart and
Special Surgery in Amman, Jordan; and

a visiting professor and surgeon at the
Nguyen Tri Phuong Hospital in Ho Chi Minh
City, Vietnam.

McGee has been a member of the
Otolaryngology Department at Oklahoma
City s Mercy Hospital, Deaconess Hospital,
St. Anthony Hospital, Presbyterian Hospital
and the Oklahoma Memorial Hospital. He
has served as Chief of Staff for the Baptist
Medical Center, in Oklahoma City.

He currently serves on the Board of
Directors for the Baptist Medical Center;
is President of the Hough Ear Institute;
and is the co-director of the International
Fellowship Program at the Hough Ear
Institute.

He s been named one of the Best Doctors
in America three times; has received three
awards from the Director of Royal Medical
Service, for the Jordan Armed Forces; and
the National Registry of Who s Who; among
others. He has been published more than
65 times in various textbooks, literary
journals, and scienti ¢ presentations.

CLARENCE LYNCH

1931-2016

(84), Connors State College
rst All-American basketball player in 1952,
passed away at his home in Warner on July 9th,
2016 He was born at Lenna, Okla. on August
24,1931 to Jim and Iva Lynch. Lynch grew upin
Stidham, Okla., and was raised by Motha and
Fanny Toon of Raiford, Okla.

He graduated from Stidham High School and
received a basketball scholarship to attend
Connors State College. Lynch continued his
education at East Texas State University and
became an NAIA All American in 1955 as well
as leading the ESTU to their rst National
Championship.

On May 28, 1955, Clarence married Mary Jean
Jones of Greggton, Texas. After marriage to Jean,
Lynch enlisted in the Army at Ft. Lee, Virginia from
1955 to 1957.

Lynch later started his coaching career as a
high school basketball coach in Dustin, Okla.
He taught on an Indian reservation in Zuni, New

Mexico before returning to Connors State College
in 1961 as the head basketball and assistant
football coach.

In 1971, he started the rst tennis program at
Connors and in 1985 he started the softball
program. Clarence coached at Connors for 33
years before retiring in 1993.

In 1995, Lynch was inducted into the East Texas
Athletic Hall of Fame. In 2003, he was given a
Lifetime Service Achievement and inducted into
the Connors College Alumni Friends Hall of Fame.

In 2004, his national championship team was
inducted into the Athletic Hall of Fame at East
Texas University. In 2006, Connors College retired
basketball jersey No. 12 that was worn by Lynch.

In 2007-2008, the hospitality room at Marvin Self
Field House at Connors College was named in
his honor, and in 2013, he was inducted into the
Connors Athletic Hall of Fame.

Clarence was a longtime member and deacon of

Lou Henson, a 1952 graduate of Connors State
College who played two years of basketball for
the Cowboys in 1951 and 1952, was inducted into
the College Basketball Hall of Fame.

A native of Okay, Okla., Henson, following his
graduation from Connors State, attended New
Mexico State University where he later coached
from 1966 to 1975 then spent 21 years at the
University of Illinois before retiring in 1996.

Henson s retirement only lasted one year as he
returned to New Mexico State replacing Neil Mc-
Carthy who was red just before the start of the
1997-98 season.

In a 41-year coaching career, Henson became the
winningest coach at lllinois and New Mexico State.
He led both schools to the Final Four the Aggies
in 1970 and Illini in1989.

Henson began his coaching career at Las Cruces
High School in 1957. During his coaching career
he posted a 779-413 win-loss record which made
him one of the winningest coaches in Division |
basketball history.

He was the rst Connors State player to have his
number retired, that occurring in 1996, and was
inducted into the Connors State Athletic Hall of
Fame in 2012.

He is survived by his wife, Jean of the home; two
sons, Steven Lynch and wife Kandy, and Keven
Lynch; two grandchildren, Kruz Lynch and Shea
Lynch, all of Muskogee; ve sisters, Carolyn
Fowler, Nettie McKinney, Lavern McKinney, Lillian
Krider, and Ethel Dodson; one brother, Sammy
Davis, all of California.

Connors State celebrated its 100th year of
basketball on the Warner campus which be-
ganin1915 underits rstcoach J.T. Martin.

Burt Huckleberry followed during the 1920s
before conference play started in the 1946-47
season. In the 1947-48 season the Aggies
(which Connors was called before the name
change to Cowboys in the 70s) posted a 15-8
record under Coach Earl Iba.

The Aggies won their rst conference title in
1951 and repeated in 1952 with a conference
and regional championship under Coach
Bobby Jack Rogers. The Aggies placed
seventh in the national tournament and

Clarence Lynch was named the school s rst
All-American.

In 1954 the Aggies won the regional cham-
pionship under head coach Lee Galloway and
in 1976 Cowboys snared a regional title under
Coach Carl Scott.

The Cowboys won their rst national
championship in 1990 under head coach Ed
Stepp posting a 32-2 record.

In 1992 Bill Muse, an assistant coach
at Clemson University, took the reins at
Connors and has made 8 appearances in
the NJCAA National Tournament, three Final

Four appearances, a fth place nish, Elite

8 appearance in 2015, seven Regional I
Championships and 13 Conference titles while
posting a 565-212 record in 24 years as head
coach of the Cowhoys.

Muse was inducted into the NJCAA Men s
Basketball Coaches Hall of Fame in 2014.
